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CHAIRMAN'S REPORT — Bob Fotheringham

It has been an honour serving as Chairman for the past three years, and | want to thank
the Directors, Committee people, Office staff, and General Manager for all their help.
Thanks again.

It is difficult to report on the 2006 crop when we are immersed in the 2007 harvest. The
2006 crop planted amounted to just under 95,000 acres. In spite of a very dry summer
and a very wet fall, yields were good to great. Yields for many producers amounted to
over 22 bags per acre.

Prior to the 2006 harvest the Dealers tried to implement a $1.00 per bag discount for
producers using ‘Bin Run’ seed, but this did not happen. They, however, successfully
negotiated it for 2007 going forward. The Board realizes it is important to growers to
increase their margins, but have said it before, and now it is most important.
Producers read your contract very carefully before signing it.

Cruiser seed treatment was registered for the 2006 crop year, and producers that used
it, said it gave good control of leafhoppers for 4 — 6 weeks. Speak to your input supplier
to get the latest information. Some producers did feel it was important to spray again
after the initial period to prolong leafhopper control.

Your Research Committee, along with the General Manager, Tino Breuer spent a lot of
time pursuing research opportunities for dry beans as well as testing the waters for
using bean by-products in the health products arena.

The Ontario Bean Producers’ Marketing Board, along with six other commodities make
up the Grains & Oilseeds Group. This group has worked tirelessly to come up with a
new Risk Management Program (RMP). It looks like this is going to finally happen — but
only partially, since Ontario is kicking in a historical percentage of a support price. The
Federal Government is at present unwilling to participate. You are advised to continue
to bring this matter to the attention of your MP.

Our Directors and staff of the Board spend a great deal of time working with associated
organizations for the betterment of agriculture and the white bean industry in Ontario.



GM REPORT — 2006 Crop — Tino Breuer

2006 crop year started off on shaky ground. All commodity and field crop prices were in
the doldrums with no real signals for crop growers to focus on. Advanced seed sales
indicated acreage could be down by some 30%. However, a drawn out planting season
and better contract prices saw some last minute acres go in the ground. Final planted
acres are estimated to have been 95,000 down about 10% from the previous year. The
growing season was dryer than normal however the crop seemed to withstand that
challenge. Harvest weather proved problematic in that rains and cold weather delayed
harvest progress and resulted in quality discounts for the final 1/3 of the crop. Not
withstanding, some 1.8 million bags (100 Ib.) or 82,170 Metric Tons were reported to the
board. Revenues were therefore better than budget giving the Board a surplus when
only breakeven was budgeted. Total expenditures were about 6% below budget but
about 6% over actual expenditures for the previous year.

The average net price Ontario producers’ received for their 2006 deliveries (Pool and
non Pool) was $19.93/cwt or $439.38/Mt. Farm gate value for the white pea bean crop
in the province of Ontario was $36 million dollars.

The full financial details can be seen in Treasurer’s as well as the Auditor's report.
Through harvest and beyond into the next calendar year traditional commodity prices
climbed counter seasonally; primarily due to short and ever shrinking world grain
supplies (primarily wheat) and the impact of mandated bio-fuel use. These facts had an
impact on the upcoming 2007 crop and can and will impact future crop years.

The office welcomed Mr. William Svirida as its new Treasurer; filling the vacancy
created when the incumbent Susan Murray was lured away to the manufacturing
industry.

The Board members and staff continue to allocate their time and work in the prioritized
areas established from the 2006 policy session.

Spending on research remains the Board’'s second largest single line expense item.
Along with the traditional Agronomy, Breeding and Sustainable production projects the
Board has initiated some new directions. The health benefits of beans were
investigated. Some research dollars were allocated to a strategic evaluation of
‘Alternate’ market opportunities in the bean fraction (component) and anti oxidant area.

The Board has moved closer to establishing a single comprehensive, coordinated, multi
disciplined, dry bean public sector research program. It will be based in Ontario and
focused on Ontario growers’ needs. We hope the lead in this program will grow it into a
dry bean research centre of excellence.

2006 also saw the launch of a new improved website that can be seen at
www.ontariobeans.on.ca. This site is a joint effort between your Board and the Ontario
Coloured Bean Grower’'s Association. We hope this will become the platform for a
number of innovative ways to communicate all kinds of dry edible bean information.
The home page is primarily consumer focused, however, growers will find a section
devoted specifically to their needs.
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In the coming year the Board and staff will work towards developing an overarching
vision to help guide us in better positioning the industry for years to come.

More details on the areas touched on here can be found in the various committee
reports that follow.

AGCare SUMMARY 2006 — Gilbert VanSteelandt

AGCare celebrated Canadian Environment Week in June by launching “Caring for the
Land”, a report documenting the environmental achievements of Ontario’s farmers over
the past twenty years. We had excellent media response ranging from interviews on
CH Television to CBC radio, the Glove and mail.com, and Harrowsmith magazine.
Media reach topped one million. Visit www.caringfortheland.com for more information.

AGCare created an insert for OWL and Les Débrouillard, magazines for 9-13 year olds,
that included a poster depicting environmental best management practices on a variety
of farm types and several games and puzzles that teach kids about how farmers protect
the environment. The insert was included in the June 2007 edition of each magazine
and additional copies of the insert (in both languages) were printed for further
distribution. This resource has been a major hit with a total reach of approximately
697,000.

AGCare is working within the Ontario Farm Environmental Coalition (OFEC) to seek
agricultural representatives for Source Protection Committees (SPCs) under the Clean
Water Act. We will be providing training and support for the approximately 60 Ag reps
on the 19 local SPCs throughout the province.

Some draft signs are being tested this fall for our Agriculture Hits the Trails project.
Next year we will be installing 100 signs along Greenbelt trails highlighting what farmers
are doing for the environment.

We hosted our Annual General Meeting (AGM) with OFAC. Speakers covered the
Clean Water Act, the Endangered Species Act, the GROU program, and environmental
and animal rights activists, finishing with a slide show about Carl Hiebert's tour across
Canada on a tractor. Attendance was approximately 170.

AGCare assisted OFAC in hosting two media tours (one in the Hamilton area and one in
the Ottawa area) and four culinary student tours.

AGCare and the Ontario Farm Animal Council (OFAC) have partnered to share a
proactive media specialist and business development/fundraising expertise. The two
organizations also shared summer students, who spent many days on the road
promoting agricultural awareness. Together we created and filled a new full time
Communications Coordinator position.
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Crop Production Insurance Committee — Gilbert VanSteelandt

In the fall of 2006 the Ontario Bean Producers’ Board of Directors asked Agricorp to
raise the Crop Insurance coverage for white beans from 80% coverage, to 85% and
90% levels.

The spring of 2007 brought about another request during a meeting with Agricorp, and
the same request for 85% and 90% coverage. There has been no response from
Agricorp on this request as of writing this report (October 11, 2007).

OFA ANNUAL REPORT — Al Futcher

The Board of Directors of the Ontario Federation of Agriculture (OFA) meet on the third
Wednesday of each month at the International Doubletree Hotel in Toronto. There are
no meetings in May, July, September and December. November is Annual Convention
month. About 600 Directors and Delegates attend along with many Junior Farmers
from across the province.

The present Board consists of 100 Directors — representing Counties, Regions,
Commodities and other organizations. The main function of O.F.A. is to lobby
government on behalf of all Ontario farmers.

Geri Kamenz is the new O.F.A. President. Vice-presidents’ are Paul Mistele and Bette
Jean Crews, who along with the four executive members have had a very busy year.
The main office of O.F.A. is now located in Guelph at the new Agri-Centre.

At last year's Convention the Board was instructed to proceed with the structure review
of the Board and to bring their findings to this year's Convention. Many of this past
year's meetings have involved these resolutions.

The number of O.F.A. members has again increased to around 37,000.

It has been an honour and privilege to serve as a Director on OFA on behalf of the
White Bean Producers of Ontario.



OAC COUNCIL REPORT — Don McKercher

The Ontario Agricultural Commodity Council (OACC) is a coalition of a thirty-one non-
supply managed commodity organizations with non-voting participation by OFA and
CFFO.

Decisions at OACC are based on a consensus format, with an 80% agreement required
to carry a resolution forward.

OACC discusses issues such as safety net programs, allocation of research, funds from
various sources and food safety issues pertaining to agriculture.

This past spring, our federal government announced a further distribution of money to
the farmers of Canada. This distribution was based on a percentage of each producer’s
E.N.S. In June this money was released. Further to this, our provincial government
contributed their share and it was paid just before the election call in September.

OACC is particularly concerned over the delay in developing a new APF. CORD funds
run out on March 31, 2008 and this delay leaves support for research projects in doubt
until that late date.

| have been your representative on the Ontario Grains and Oilseeds Safety Net
Committee for the past few years. Over two years ago, we presented our version of a
RMP plan to the Ontario Ministry of Agriculture and Food (OMFRA). | am happy to
finally report that the RMP became a reality in August of 2007.

OMAFRA agreed to set up an RMP based on our proposal as a 3-year pilot program.
They consented to fund 40% (traditional provincial share) for the 3-year period. Our
task now is to convince the federal government to show flexibility in their funding
formula to cover the remaining 60%. Please talk to your M.P. and convince them that
participation from the federal government in this program is essential for the prosperity
of the G&O industry in Ontario.

PRODUCER RELATIONS COMMITTEE —
Marinus Bakker, Larry Anderson

The Annual meeting of Delegates was held on January 16, 2007 at the Best Western
Lamplighter Inn in London. Chairman, Bob Fotheringham announced that Marinus
Bakker would chair the meeting.

The morning session began at 10:15 a.m. with the approval of the agenda. A report on
the Policy Session and Strategic Plan was given, followed by a question and answer
period. Bob Fotheringham reviewed the results of the strategic planning session and a
vision statement was developed to go with the Mission statement, which had been
developed two years earlier.

Priority areas of two years ago were revisited and updated, as well as re-prioritized.
Resource allocation percentages were revisited and discussed. Directors that were
involved in key priority areas also spoke.
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Steve Twynstra reported on the lobbying of safety nets and his involvement with Pulse
Canada as it pertained to research and funding. Gilbert VanSteelandt spoke on
communications and OBPMB continuing our ad in the Ontario Farmer paper. Tino
Breuer updated the group on the website and work that needs to be done to make it
function as the new communications platform.

The marketing area heard suggestions that the OBPMB visit International buyers once
yearly, and that a newsletter with market information go directly to growers on a
guarterly basis.

Just before lunch Chris Gillard informed the meeting of his research findings and
discussed the need to carry on with the program through and beyond his term.

After lunch Marinus Bakker called the meeting back to order and the business portion of
the meeting was conducted. This consisted of the approval of the minutes of the
August 17, 2006 Producer Relations meeting, the financial statements, setting of per
diem and mileage rates for 2007, announcement of Executive and Committees of the
Board, appointment of District officers and a market update. Larry Anderson was
thanked for his many years as Ontario Director for Pulse Canada.

After much discussion Chris Gillard — Ridgetown College, was given approval for funds
to be allocated to purchase a new research plot combine.

On August 16, 2007 the Producer Relations meeting was held in the Wilson Conference
Room at Ridgetown College. Tino Breuer called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m. with
a business meeting and updates from OBPMB. Don McKercher led an information
discussion on the RMP program. Trevor Kraus from BASF informed the bean
producers of the benefits of Headline and Lance, as well as some new products that
BASF is developing. Also, Chris Gillard provided an update on the new plot combine.
After lunch, Peter Sikkema and Chris Gillard gave tours of the college and explained
some of the test plots at the College.

RESEARCH REPORT - Grant Jones, Bob Fotheringham

Research continues to be a very important part of the bean industry. We spent
approximately $100,000 of grower money, along with government matching funds, to
bring the total to approx. $155,000.00 on Research this past year.

The Board supports dry bean research at: Harrow, a federally operated facility, and
Guelph, a provincially funded facility, on projects such as;
e Development of new white bean varieties (resistant to Bacterial Blight and
Anthracnose)
e Weed control
e Seed treatments for root rot and leafhopper control
e Fungicide treatments for White Mould and Anthracnose.

The Ontario Pulse Committee again, this past winter reviewed performance-testing
data, trying to improve white bean varieties.
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The Pulse Committee reviewed performance data from six research test sites; in St.
Thomas, Granton, Kippen, Exeter, Wingham and Elora. Varieties are tested for yield,
plant structure, disease resistance and cooking quality. New varieties must be in
performance testing for three to five years and must meet certain criteria before the
Pulse Committee will support the registration of a new variety

The Research Committee would like to thank all the researchers and their field staff for
their dedication and hard work on behalf of the Ontario dry bean industry.

The Official Grain Grading Guide (OGGG) has been revised effective April 20, 2007.
Specific changes can be viewed in the “Revisions” section of the OGGG found on the
Canadian Grain Commission website http://grainscanada.gc.ca.

The Commission is also working toward having the same standards for all Western and
Eastern Crops.

The Commission is still trying to get all elevators and grain handlers licensed throughout
Canada.

The Commission would like to see more White Bean producers send in field samples to
help in setting grading standards for White Beans.

TREASURER’S REPORT — William Svirida

According to the 2006 budgeted figures, the predicted crop size was to be 1,350,000
cwt. Giving allowance of 95% to be marketed directly through the Dealers and 5%
through the Board, an estimated revenue stream of $571,200 was established.
Expenses were estimated to be $545,922 giving a net budgeted profit of $25,278.

Upon reviewing the Auditor’s report make note that the crop was considerably larger
than predicted with almost 1.8 million cwt or close to 82,000 Mt. With 93% marketed
directly through the Dealers, the total revenue of $781,684 was obtained. Expenses
came in above the estimated amount to $512,089 leading to the overall net revenue
gain of $269,595. This brings the total surplus to $1,902,786.

The average gross price for the Ontario crop was $21.23 cwt or $468.00 Mt totalling a
gross dollar amount of $38,533,894. With a net price of $19.93 cwt or $439.44 Mt
producers in the province received slightly over $36 million dollars.

The actual Pool Intake for the 2006-year was 7% of the total crop amounting to 5568.8
Mt or 122,770 cwt. The average price before expenses was $24.91 cwt or $549.18 Mt.
Total expenses came to 4.77 cwt or $105.16 Mt. Expenses include Handling - $4.50
cwt or $99.21 Mt, Storage - $0.26 cwt or $5.87 Mt and Interest - $0.01 cwt or $0.16 Mt.
This leaves a net price to Pool Producers’ of $20.14 cwt or $444.34 Mt. This was paid
out as follows: Initial Payment - $12.29 cwt or $271.00 Mt, Interim Payment - $6.00 cwt
or $132.28 Mt, and a Final Payment of $1.86 cwt or $41.06 Mt.
